I want to update you on repairs completed and
pending for the Alumni House. Within the next
few weeks we are going to have some electrical and
plumbing improvements made. Recently, there
were repairs made to the downstairs bathroom at a
cost of 5350, This involved painting and patching
of the walls and ceiling. Also the Sports Room and
cum Honore Plague Room had repairs totaling
$495. This invelved painting, patching and some
major repairs to the windows in one of the rooms.
Within the last few weeks we had to replace the
water heater at a cost of $824.20. This included
some electrical wiring replacement and work on
some of the pipes underneath the house.

Three of the downstairs rooms and hallway had
sheet rocking, painting, and crown molding done at
a cost of $2,300. All of the rooms look much better
with the completion of this work.

Hopefully, we will have the panels on the War
Memorial replaced by Homecoming this year.
Johnson Monument of Lebanon has been con-
tracted to do the work at a cost of $16,200.
